Other places 

of interest are Dunallon - home of Thomas Andrews, Titanic's Designer; SS Nomadic - last 

remaining vessel of the White Star Line; The Harland & Wolff Drawing Office - where 

Titanic's plans were drawn and of course there is the Titanic Memorial - commemorating 

those who lost their lives from Belfast.
